SPIRITUAL GIFTS SUMMARY

Spiritual gifts are special abilities distributed by the Holy Spirit to every believer according to God's design and grace for the common good of the Body of Christ. Listed below are those mentioned in Scripture.

A.
Administration is the God-given ability to identify goals and to plan programs in such a way as to reach those goals and benefit God's kingdom (1 Corinthians 12:28).

B.
Apostleship is the God-given ability to begin and oversee groups of believers. This may include cross-cultural missions (1 Corinthians 12:28; Ephesians 4:11).

C.
Craftsmanship is the God-given ability to facilitate ministry by constructing necessary tools (Exodus 31:3).

D.
Discernment is the God-given ability to tell the difference between good and evil, truth and error, and to sense the presence of evil (1 Corinthians 12:10).

E.
Encouragement is the God-given ability to build up those who are discouraged in their faith (Romans 12:8).

F.
Evangelism is the God-given ability to effectively and regularly tell people about Christ so that they respond to Him (Ephesians 4:11).

G.
Faith is the God-given ability to believe that God can and will fulfill His promises and to act accordingly (1 Corinthians 12:9).

H.
Giving is the God-given ability to freely give money and other resources to the work of the Lord (Romans 12:8).

I.
Healing is the God-given ability to minister to the needs of people and to restore them to wholeness (1 Corinthians 12:9).

J.
Helps is the God-given ability to find spiritual value in accomplishing practical and necessary tasks within the Church (1 Corinthians 12:28).

K.
Hospitality is the God-given ability to care for people by providing fellowship, food, and shelter (1 Peter 4:9).

L.
Knowledge is the God-given ability to study, gain information, analyze it, and use it for the good of the Body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12:8).

M.
Languages/Tongues is the God-given ability to speak in a language others understand but the speaker has never learned (1 Corinthians 12:10).

N.
Leadership is the God-given ability to provide vision, motivation, and direction for people doing the work of the ministry (Romans 12:8).

O.
Mercy is the God-given ability to minister cheerfully and appropriately to people who are suffering (Romans 12:8).

P.
Miracles is the God-given ability to cause supernatural events to authenticate the message of Christ and to glorify God (1 Corinthians 12:10).

Q.
Prophecy is the God-given ability to proclaim God's truth with power and clarity resulting in repentance or conviction (Romans 12:6; 1 Corinthians 12:10; Ephesians 4:11).

R.
Serving is the God-given ability to identify unmet needs and to make use of available resources to meet those needs (Romans 12:7).

S.
Shepherding/Pastoring is the God-given ability to guide, nurture, and care for individuals as they grow in their faith (Ephesians 4:11).

T.
Teaching is the God-given ability to understand, clearly explain, and apply the Word of God to the lives of listeners (Romans 12:7; 1 Corinthians 12:28; Ephesians 4:11).

U.
Translation is the God-given ability to interpret to the Body of Christ when someone is speaking in a foreign language (1 Corinthians 12:10).

V.
Wisdom is the God-given ability to apply spiritual truth to meet a need in a specific situation (1 Corinthians 12:8).
